Principal's Letter

Dear Peirce Families,

As we approach the holiday season, | realize that many families wish to express their gratitude to staff
members. At this time, | want to remind you of the Newton School Committee’s policy regarding gifts.
The policy states, “No teacher in performance of regular duties shall receive presents from pupils under
his/her direction.” In addition, this year there are new Massachusetts Ethics Reform laws stating that a
“municipal employee may not accept gifts and gratuities valued at $50 or more” (per year). This includes
a group gift for a teacher where individuals contribute small amounts but the value of the gift exceeds
$50. Classroom supplies/contributions do not pertain to this policy.

| ask for your cooperation in adhering to this policy. Teachers feel awkward accepting gifts knowing that it
is prohibited by the system, yet they also feel uncomfortable refusing a gift offered by a child or parent.
This also creates a confusing situation for students that follow the policy and see teachers receiving gifts
from other students. If you wish to express your gratitude to a staff member, cards or notes are greatly
appreciated. We realize how much time and effort goes into writing a sincere note of thanks and
appreciation, drawing a lovely picture, or writing a poem. Teachers truly treasure the pictures and notes
they receive from families. Other alternatives include purchasing a book for the library, or making a
donation to the Newton Schools Foundation. Each of these can be dedicated to honor a special staff
member.

Thursday was an early release day. | thought you might wonder what teachers do on one of these days.
In keeping with the support for the Newton Schools Strategic Plan and 21° Learning Skills, the staff
attended a city-wide grade level or skill specific workshop at a designated school. Peirce hosted more
than 100 special education and classroom aides who looked at how to differentiate math instruction and
how to assist students with previewing math skills. Elsewhere, Grade 1 attended a science workshop,
Grades 2 and 3 looked at math literacy, Grade 4 looked at different literacy skills, while Grade 5 explored
new topics in history. Our Inclusion Facilitator explored some work with assistive technology while all
specialists studied curriculum pertaining to their field. Our psychologists and social worker heard a
behavioral specialist speak. Those two hours allowed a great opportunity for an exchange of ideas with



colleagues from the entire school system which will enhance each professional’s work. | am grateful this
professional development can occur in our school system.

An incoming kindergarten informational meeting will be here quicker than expected.An informational
meeting is planned for the parents/guardians of incoming kindergarten students on February 11 from 7 —
8:30PM (Snow date: February 25). If you know of any new families in the neighborhood who might not be
in our census, could you please encourage them to contact the Peirce office at 617-559-9630. Their child
must be five before September 1, 2010, and be a resident in the Peirce School district. At present, we are
beginning to order packets of literature for that evening.

At Peirce — and in every elementary school throughout the district — we use the Lucy Calkins Writing
Program as our main writing curriculum. Recently my colleague, Greg Hurray, also an Interim Principal
and former ELA Coordinator K-8, wrote about the writing curriculum. With his permission | share his
words, “At every grade students engage in four types of writing: Personal Experience Writing (oral stories,
personal narratives, memoirs); Expository Writing (reports, letters, essays, research projects);
Creative/Imaginative Writing (descriptive writing, poetry, fiction, folk tales, readers’ theater scripts); and
Writing to Learn ( reader response journals, science notebooks, math response writing, etc.). In general,
instruction is organized around units of study that last approximately 4 to 6 weeks. During that time, a
student typically will learn about a specific genre or type of writing (informational report, for example, in
Grade 2 or memoir in Grade 5), read examples by professional authors, write several drafts and short
exercises in that genre, select one or two drafts for revision and editing, and work with the teacher to
‘publish’ a final draft or two. Throughout these units, students receive feedback from their teacher about
idea development, organization, word choice, voice, sentence fluency, author’s craft, and conventions.” In
addition, at Peirce, K-5 teachers are looking carefully at open response questions. Not only do our
students write to the question, but as they move through the grades they analyze the question, determine
what the verbs and the questions are asking them to do, and assess how many paragraphs a response
requires.

This year Peirce has participated in a pilot project about collaborative planning by grade level teams.
These Professional Learning Communities are assessing student work, planning differentiated instruction,
and offering specific teaching strategies to one another. In addition to an hour per week for this
collaboration, our teachers are in various stages of providing periods for intervention and enrichment
among the two or three classes per grade level. As you can imagine, this work requires even more
detailed planning.

A Peirce Blast was sent to you from Dr. Marini’s office reminding you about school closings. Over the last
few years Newton has had a history of trying to keep schools open in inclement weather. As a result, the
Superintendent often will call for a one or two hour delayed opening. What | want to remind you to do is
to please make plans for where your child is to be in the event there is a delayed opening. Closing school
early is a rarity. Please get a backup plan in place.

While this letter offers you much information to digest, | want to add that everyday is a special learning
experience at Peirce -- a day that offers care and respect for children. As winter now rolls in with its usual
blasts of cold, take the time to read with your child or encourage them to read. Please be that model.

FROM THE HEALTH ROOM - Frequent hand washing helps prevent everything from the common cold or
stomach bug to influenza, including H1N1 flu. School nurses have been teaching good hand hygiene at
school. Parents can help by reinforcing these important messages at home.

o Wash your hands by rubbing them vigorously with soap and water for 20 seconds. Kids can
practice this timing by singing “Happy Birthday” twice.

e When soap and water are not available, use waterless hand sanitizer. Squirt into your hands and
rub them together until it is dry. Sanitizer should not be used when hands are visibly dirty. Hand
washing should occur then.

o Wash your hands often, especially after using the restroom and before eating.

e Practice coughing or sneezing into your sleeve (elbow or upper arm) instead of your hands. This
prevents spreading those germs when we touch things with our hands.

e Avoid touching your face to prevent introducing germs into your body through your nose and
mouth.
