Principal’s Letter

Dear Peirce Families,
Each day we hope that more healthy children return to Peirce. I want to thank you as you continue to update us about why 
your child is absent. In addition to your support, the weather has cooperated enabling our students to have outside 
playtime. To keep you up-to-date flu-wise, each Friday the City of Newton’s Health Department sends out a flu update.  

Recently, we had some exciting news to share with our first grade families. Our Grade One teachers, Martha Mitchell and 
Erin Tracey, along with our Literacy Specialist, Anne Knight, have been chosen to implement a new reading fluency and 
comprehension program called 1st Grade RAVE-O. This program was developed at the Center for Reading and Language 
Research at Tufts University after decades of research on the reading brain. When Anne Knight wrote to Grade One 
parents, she told them, “At the heart of the RAVE-O curriculum is the notion that ‘the more you know about a word, the 
better and faster you can read and understand the word.’” The weekly lessons touch on each of the five linguistic 
components that are critical for reading. These processes are: phonological (sounds), orthographic (written), semantic 
(meaning), syntactic (grammar), and morphological (chunks with meaning). There is a 5-to-10 minute homework part to 
this program, as well as the 4 times per week lessons in the classrooms. Prior to coming to Peirce, Mrs. Knight was a 
research teacher at Tufts for four years and implemented the first year of this program. This is the last field test year for 
this program before it moves to publication. I am excited our school has been chosen for the program and confident it will 
enhance our first graders reading. This is just one more example of the commitment by our Peirce teachers to enhance 
learning at Peirce.

Thanksgiving will be here very soon. It is a tradition in the school system for the Wednesday before Thanksgiving, 
November 25, to be a noon dismissal. Please remind yourselves as well as anyone new to Peirce. An additional delightful 
tradition at Peirce is the Neighborhood Friendship Walk. We will leave the building at approximately 10:45 to make our 
way around the neighborhood closest to the school. When we return, the school has a Thanksgiving sing-along led by Mr. 
Morris. Included in this short program will be acknowledgements of various examples of sharing which have occurred in 
our midst. I have been told this is a wonderful way to say good-bye until we return on Monday, November 30th.

As a community focused on children, we can join together in thanking so many people who have done so much to enrich 
the Peirce experience for your children. Our PTO and our PTO Co-Presidents, our Peirce Link editors, our various 
committees, and all of the volunteers have made such a difference this fall. Of course I know you’ll join me in thanking the 
teachers and other staff who care deeply about your children and demonstrate this in so many ways every day. And 
special thanks for the children, who help us to remember each day what is truly important in life and warm our hearts with 
every smile. Often I wake up wondering what surprise awaits me for the day. I am never disappointed.

With our closing at NOON on the 25th, I believe we look forward to the break and to the opportunity to be with family and 
friends. Have a wonderful holiday.
