Principal’s Letter       ____________ 

Dear Peirce Families, 
 
This past week has seen the world focus on the country of Haiti whose people have suffered an atrocity 
from an enormous earthquake. As you know more than one third of this poor, small country has been laid 
to ruin. This incomprehensible destruction has caused the loss of lives in the tens of thousands. Families 
in the Peirce and Newton community, as well as the larger Boston Haitian community, continue to be 
deeply concerned for loved ones still in Haiti.   
 
This devastation can be difficult to explain to young children.The news and pictures are graphic and 
continuous. As a result, they can require some careful monitoring by parents and guardians. Our mental 
health professionals recommend that parents answer questions in a manner that is both honest and 
reassuring. You know your child best and his or her emotional cues. Check with your child and find out 
what he or she has been hearing, seeing, and thinking about the news events. Television images can be 
upsetting, so consider how much television should be watched. You may want to turn off the television at 
times. Underscore with your child the rarity of such an act of nature, and by all means emphasize safety. 
 
Given Haiti’s overwhelming needs, we ask ourselves what can we do? Our PTO Social Action Committee 
has some recommendations, which are found in this issue of the Peirce Link. Naturally, you and your 
family may have your own choices of how to respond. Clearly, there will be a need for help for the 
foreseeable future. These are the times which ask each of us to take the opportunity to help.

"HELP FOR HAITI" FUNDRAISER - Hundreds of thousands of people have been crippled or killed by an 
earthquake in Haiti and almost all of them don't have enough food or drink. Hospitals are filled with 
survivors who are hoping to get treated, but there are not enough doctors or medicine to help them.  
Some people are so hurt that even if they get to see a doctor they cannot be treated because they do not 
have the equipment or tools, so these people are left hopeless and fatally damaged.  When I heard about 
this I had to help them. The Social Action Committee and I have begun to start a fundraiser at Peirce. It 
will run from Monday, January 25 - Friday, February 5. I am sure that parents have given generously to 
church or other charities already, but children have probably not. So this is a great way for these children 
to be a part in helping Haiti. The way the fundraiser will work is this: each student’s homeroom will get a 
box to put the money in. We will come around every day to count and store the money you have given us. 
The money we have received will go to Food for the Poor, which is a program in Haiti right now giving 
supplies. This organization directly gives to Haiti 96% of the money given. Even if we do not collect a lot 
of money we have raised awareness to everyone in school.

FROM THE HEALTH ROOM - Frequent hand washing helps prevent everything from the common cold or 
stomach bug to influenza, including H1N1 flu. School nurses have been teaching good hand hygiene at 
school. Parents can help by reinforcing these important messages at home. 
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 Wash your hands by rubbing them vigorously with soap and water for 20 seconds. Kids can 
practice this timing by singing “Happy Birthday” twice. 

 When soap and water are not available, use waterless hand sanitizer. Squirt into your hands 
and rub them together until it is dry. Sanitizer should not be used when hands are visibly 
dirty. Hand washing should occur then. 

 Wash your hands often, especially after using the restroom and before eating. 

 Practice coughing or sneezing into your sleeve (elbow or upper arm) instead of your hands. 
This prevents spreading those germs when we touch things with our hands. 

 Avoid touching your face to prevent introducing germs into your body through your nose and 
mouth.

Health Room – February Newsletter 
 
Did you know tooth decay is the most common chronic disease of childhood? Oral health is an important 
part of general health. Left untreated, tooth decay can cause pain and tooth loss. This not only affects 
eating, sleeping and learning for a child today, but also self-esteem and future employability as an adult. 
 
Fluoride is added to community drinking water in Newton and many other cities and towns. It is a safe, 
inexpensive and extremely effective method of preventing tooth decay. But drinking fluoridated water is 
not all families should do to protect their child’s oral health. Everyone should also: 
Brush and floss with a soft toothbrush twice a day to reduce dental plaque and prevent gingivitis 
Visit a dental provider regularly 
Eat wisely – avoid snacks with sugars and starches and limit the number of snacks eaten throughout the 
day. Also, eat the recommended five-a-day helping of fiber-rich fruits and vegetables 
Avoid tobacco
